Mental illness and homelessness in Tupelo, MS, were the 
main topics of a luncheon hosted by CTN’s WEPH.

Local city o�cials, area pastors, and Christian business 
owners were invited to an open discussion, led by CTN 
President Yolanda Morris, and her husband, Brian Morris, 
CTN Vice President. 

THE GOAL: to present CTN’s desire to address the major 
problems impacting the community, as well as be a part of 
the solution.

One of the highlights of the day was hearing from Maurie McKena, 
an Investigator with the Lee County Sheri�’s Department. He 
stated that 50% of the calls that come into his o�ce are mental 
illness cases, whether a crime has been committed, a domestic 
dispute, or a psychotic break is being reported.

If you are age 73 or older, this also counts toward your 
required minimum distribution. ***Please note: this is up from 
previous years, where the age requirement was 72.

Appreciated Assets: By donating property (to include 
rentals, vacation homes/condos, etc.), mutual funds, or 
stocks you have held for 12 months or more — rather than 
selling the asset and donating the proceeds — you may 
receive a tax deduction for the fair market value of the 
donated securities up to 30% of your adjusted gross income.  

Giving from Donor Advised Fund (DAF): Now is a great time 
to distribute grants from your DAF to CTN. 

Cash Gift: Any generous donation you give to CTN — when 
dated and postmarked or given online by midnight December 
31 — applies toward this year’s taxes.
